BIOGRAPHICAL DATA

M. Fountopoulou was born in Patras. She completed her basic studies in Athens.
During the years 1985-1989, she studied Greek Literature at the University of Athens,
School of Philosophy, Department of Greek Literature (Classical orientation). She
graduated acquiring the distinction “Quite well”. She continued her studies at post-
graduate level at the “Institute d’ Etudes Europeennes”, University of Louvain-La-
Neuve (Belgium), wherein she obtained her post-graduate degree (Diplome d’ Etudes
Europeennes). In 1992, she was granted a scholarship by the Institute of State
Scholarships for the elaboration of her Doctoral Thesis at the Department of
Philosophy, Pedagogy and Psychology, University of Athens. The subject-matter of
her thesis was: “Teaching Ancient Greek in Greece, France and Spain. A comparative
study”.
